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HORSE SPORT CALLS THE CITY
HOME AT WASHINGTON

A coveted qualifier for the 2018 Longines FEI
World Cup™ Jumping Final in Paris, France, the
Washington International Horse Show (WIHS) will
host its 59th annual competition in the U.S. capital
of Washington D.C. this fall. Led by President
Victoria Lowell, WIHS is a stop on the road to one
of the most sought-after prizes in show jumping

One of seven East Coast qualifying events, WIHS
returns to Capital One Center (formerly Verizon
Center) October 24-29, 2017. The six-day event is
highlighted by the $130,000 Longines FEI World
CupTM Jumping Washington CSI4*-W, presented
by Events DC, which will be the featured event of
WIHS on Saturday evening, October 28.

With impressive prize money and prestige, WIHS
attracts top North American riders, as well as show
jumping talent from around the world, to the heart
of D.C. In 2016, the list included members of the
U.S. Olympic silver medal show jumping team fresh
from the Games in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil, including
top-ranked U.S. riders Beezie Madden, Kent
Farrington, Laura Kraut, and McLain Ward.

Each year, the show seems to get better and
better by drawing the very top-ranked U.S. and
international riders and horses,” said Lowell. “WIHS
is such a unique and historic show, and we work

hard to make it special for competitors by creating

an event that draws thousands of spectators and
truly celebrates these amazing human and equine
athletes.”

While WIHS is a popular event among the
world’s top riders, it also offers riders of varying
levels the opportunity to compete. Also a successful
rider, Lowell herself competes in the adult amateur
jumper ranks at WIHS.

As President of WIHS, Lowell has watched the
cherished event grow in a variety of ways. Climbing
the ranks of FEI competition to a 4* show, being
named a member of the Longines FEI World Cup™
Jumping North American League, reaching number
seven on the North American Riders Group Top 25
ranking list, and continually increasing prize money
and ranking points are just some of the advances
Lowell is proud to have seen WIHS attain during her
tenure as President.

With unwavering dedication in her volunteer role
as President, Lowell made a move in 2016 to make
horse sport more than a hobby and added it to her
resume. After 15 years at Discovery Communications
where she led marketing for Animal Planet and TLC
and nine years before that with Procter & Gamble
leading the Cover Girl Cosmetics brand, Lowell was
again drawn even closer to horses and accepted a
position with the United Sates Equestrian Federation
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(USEF) as Chief Marketing and Content Officer.

Lowell maintains that she has always been
hopeful that her career in business and marketing
and her passion for horses would one day merge. As
Lowell’s roles in horse sport now includes rider, show
organizer, and marketing professional, she says that
she is right where she wants to be.

WIHS gives me the perspective of being an organizer
and organizers are critical to US Equestrian. It also puts
me close to competing members and the fan base, " said
Lowell. “I think overall it's a natural fit although it does
keep me pretty busy this time of year.”

Through her role at WIHS, Lowell strives to deliver
horse sport to the masses, saying, “We work hard to
make the show very special for everyone involved.”

Lowell helps to present prizes to all riders from the
small pony champion to the leading international jumper
rider, and in 2016, she helped to present the inaugural
George Morris Style Award to McLain Ward.

“] remember standing between Mclain Ward and
George Morris presenting the award and thinking "How
did I get here?’,” recalled Lowell. “Those are the moments

Even Lowell is still star struck by the caliber of horse
and rider that flock to WIHS each year, but the allure
extends far beyond international competition. Joining the
list of coveted achievements ready for the taking at WIHS,
the Lindsay Maxwell Charitable Fund WIHS Equitation
Final proudly serves a one of the most prestigious year-
end equitation finals and takes place on Saturday, October
28. In addition to being a coveted championship with
a special new sponsor, this championship now offers a
generous scholarship opportunity as well for a deserving
qualified rider. A ribbon earned at WIHS is undoubtedly
a treasured one with championships, recognitions, and
special awards being bestowed upon some of the nation’s
top horses and ponies from coast to coast.

The Washington International Horse Show returns to
the heart of Washington, D.C. on October 24-29, 2017.
The event attracts more than 26,000 spectators annually

as riders compete for prize money totaling more than half

a million dollars.
