New Coach Licensing Program

Canada, all coaches will be 
licensed and certified through 
their new Coach Licensing 
Program by 2025. This 
program, which will be 
officially introduced at the EC 
Convention, is part of the 
collaborative agreement 
signed by the Provincial and 
Territorial Sport Organizations 
and EC last year.

In a statement, they said: 
“Our goal as an equestrian 
community is to continue to 
work collaboratively to ensure 
that coaches have the 
knowledge, experience, and 

skills they need to support our 
next generation of riders. 
Given today’s complex sport 
environment we also need to 
ensure that we are doing 
everything we can to minimize 
unnecessary risk and provide 
coaches with the support they 
need to reach their full 
potential. The Coach Licence, 
along with the modernization 
of our Coach Certification 
Programs will provide 
equestrians, coaches, owners, 
organizers and the general 
public with an industry-
leading approach to quality 
coaching.”
